MAYOR’S REPORTS: \
Mayor Roetting would like to thank all the departments on the great job they did after the storm.
Things are going well with the clean up. A great job to those guys!

The election is coming up with the Great Oaks School levy and Mayor Roetting appreciates
council endorsing that.

It has been a long time since the City has increased our traffic fines. We are looking into doing
this. We found out that we haven’t raised our fines in years. We just want to be up to par with
every other city. We don’t want to be the highest around, but we don’t want to be the lowest.

It is the Mayor’s responsibility to monitor these fines.

Mr. Wolf states it is the Mayor’s responsibility to create a payout schedule. So they can pay
these amounts up front and not have to come to court.

Starting in 2009 the court will be starting at 5:00pm. Right now it is at 6:00pm. There is a lot
more customers and it has been running late into the evening with starting at 6:00pm.

SAFETY SERVICE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:-

Mr. Kocher would like to address the salt issue. This continues to be a problem. We are
continuing to get bids. We did start to see this issue at the end of last year. Springdale stepped
up and allowed us to purchase salt from them. We are trying to do some joint purchases with
other governments. For the first year we decided to piggyback with the county, so we are not
being left out with salt deliveries. A lot of things have occurred, salt shortages, and the prices
have tripled. We would pay the price, but it is just not there to purchase. We are expanding our
brine tank. As of today, we have no salt and no salt in the pipelines. Very quickly it is going to
become an issue. The county is not even going to buy salt this year. We will continue to work
on this.

We have been working closely with the schools; the projects are moving along well. They are
getting ready to go out to bid on the projects in the next few months. Something that has became
apparent and this will be addressed at our next meeting is the permit fee structure. This is an
80million dollar project. When you apply these fees to this project the fees become very high.
We will see a fairly significant fee from this project, but not as high. We will work on this and
have an ordinance that will need to be passed.

We are continuing to work on the budgets. The department heads are due back Friday and we
will plug along. There is a finance meeting before the next council meeting, which will give us
an update on where we are this year.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

AUDITOR’S REPORT:

There will be a housekeeping ordinance at the end of November for 2008, so that we can clean
up for year end. September month end reports are in your packets.

Ms. Schaefer stated that she balanced with the bank and the auditor’s office for the month of
September.

Mrs. Cole is still receiving complaints regarding speeding on Stevens Avenue. We would like to
see more police officers there. She would like to see about putting up on our website about signs
being put up on telephone poles regarding yard sales and then not taking them down. Residents
may not know that they are not supposed to put these signs up.

Mr. Kocher will see about having that put up on our website.

Mr. Mayor Roetting announced that there will be a work session coming up in the future.
